Payment Policy

EARLY BIRD SPECIAL prior to February 1,
2010 is $1,000 for exhibit space.

Application AND fee must be received by
February 1 OR until the hall is sold out,
which ever comes first. The EARLY BIRD
SPECIAL is on a first come first serve

basis. AFTER February 1 and based on
availability, the REGULAR EXHIBIT BOOTH
FEE is $1,200.

Payment for EARLY BIRD SPECIAL
received after February 1, 2010 will go
towards the regular fee amount of $1,200.
VISA, MasterCard, American Express and
checks are the accepted methods of
payment. In accordance with ACCME
guidelines, exhibit space is separate from
commercial event sponsorship. Payment
must be paid in full to receive confirmation
of an exhibit space and listing as an
exhibitor/sponsor in the Annual Meeting
Program. (Program listing deadline is April
1, 2009) Early payment determines space
location.
